Press the power butfon < ¢ > to turn on the unit and
then press the < mope > button repeatedly to select
the FM, MW or SW frequency band.

Auto tune: Fressand hold < 14 > / < m > to
automnaticaly tune into the next available station,

Manual tuning: Press <4 > | <p > to fune Info your
desired frequency.

Tip: Shortwave tuning goes by meterband. To
change the SW meter band press < ENTER >
repeatedly. Please refer to the *Specifications”
for an overview of the available meter bands.

When wsing the radio for the first time DAB
outo scon will automatically search for all availoble
stations. The full list of stations is then stored making it
unnecessary to do a full scan when tuming on the
radio the next fime. The stations are stored In
alphabetical order.

Auto scan; If changing the listening location,
redoing a full scan may be necessary.
To scan the entire DAB frequency range again:

About RDS features

This unit dispéays information trarsmitted through the
Radio Data Systerm (RDS) that i available when
listening to FM broodcasts. The avallabiity of RDS
data varies depending on the area, the FM station
and the signal strength. If the FM station being
received Is not fransmitting RDS dota {in your
location), or if the signal being received is foo weak,
then no RDS information s displayed,

Improving radio reception

When tuning for radio broadcasts it is always best to
ploce the unit near a window and away from
sources that con Interfere with the signal reception,
Common sources of (alectro-mognetic) interfarence
are computers, tv's, moblle phones and microwaves,
Further methods to iImprove signal reception depend
on the frequency band:

DAB | FM | Shortwave (SW): Extand the antenna
and adjust its length and direction, To further
anhonce the signal, connect an axternal antenna to
the 3.5mm antenna jock.

Medium wave (MW): This radio uses an infernal
antenna to receaive MW broadcasts. Becouse MW
signals are direchional, reception qualty can be
enhonced by changing the position and direction of
the unit.

Troubleshooting

Unable to turn on the unit when using battery
power.
- Make sure that the piug of the battery is

connected fo the input socket,
- The battery may need to be charged.
- The battery has aged and requires replacement.
Battery life is very short.
= Turn off the bocklight when not wing the unit,
- The battery may be aging and requires repiacement.
- Use the AC adapter instead.

Dynamic Range Compression (DRC)

When listening to DAB, enabling DRC can amplify the
quiet sections and guleten the loud cnes. It can help fo
make quieter sounds easier to hear in nosy
environments or make quiet sections of broadcast
programs more audible. For this feature to waork, It is
recessary for the broadcaster to add DAB DRC dota to
its fransmission,
